A. CALL TO ORDER

1. Discussion Regarding Installing Lake Bank Plantings & Lake 6 Erosion  
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PALM BEACH PLANTATION 
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Mr. McElligott informed the board that he just received ab email from Mr. Louis Palermo 
with and estimated quote of $47,840.00.  Mr. Brackett asked if we should put multiple 
bids. After some discussion among the board, the board asked the district manager to 
please contact Mr. Palermo and ask for multiple options of restoration. The board would 
also like to know if there is a way to spread the project out over a few years so the district 
does not have to endure the whole cost all at once. Mr. McElligott said he get in contact 
with Mr. Palermo about the request. 
 
The board also discussed the lake bank planting quote of $3,600.00.  
 
A motion was made by Mr. Brackett, and seconded by Mr. Feltz to approve the lake 
bank planting proposal of $3,600.00. Upon being put to a vote, that motion carried 4 to 0. 
 
Another motion was made by Mr. Brackett, and seconded by Mr. Mupo to authorize 
district council to prepare a small projects agreement for the lake bank planting project.
